OUR STATEMENT OF FAITH

The Presbyterian Church in America or “The PCA” is a distinctly evangelical
denomination in the Reformed tradition. The Bible as the Word of God is the
primary standard for our faith. The Westminster Confession of Faith and Catechisms,
although subordinate to the Bible in their authority, set forth our understanding of
biblical truth in a consistent, concise, and reliable form.

In the Reformed tradition, there are five key tenets, among others, that we hold to:
By Scripture Alone; By Christ Alone; By Grace Alone; By Faith Alone; and To God
Alone be the Glory.

*  We believe the Bible is the written word of God, inspired by the Holy Spirit and
without error in the original manuscripts. The Bible is the revelation of God’s
truth and is infallible and authoritative in all matters of faith and practice.

*  We believe in the Holy Trinity. There is one God, who exists eternally in three
persons: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

*  We believe that all are sinners and totally unable to save themselves from God’s
displeasure, except by His mercy.

*  We believe that salvation is by God alone as He sovereignly chooses those
He will save. We believe His choice is based on His grace, not on any human
individual merit, or foreseen faith.

*  We believe that Jesus Christ is the eternal Son of God, who through His perfect
life and sacrificial death atoned for the sins of all who will trust in Him, alone,
for salvation.

*  We believe that God is gracious and faithful to His people not simply as
individuals but as families in successive generations according to His Covenant
promises.

*  We believe that the Holy Spirit indwells God’s people and gives them the
strength and wisdom to trust Christ and follow Him.

*  We believe that Jesus will return, bodily and visibly, to judge all mankind and to
receive His people to Himself.

Matthew 18:1-9 (ESV)

At that time the disciples came to Jesus, saying, “Who is
the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?” > And calling to him
a child, he put him in the midst of them * and said, “Truly,
I say to you, unless you turn and become like children, you
will never enter the kingdom of heaven. * Whoever humbles
himself like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.

>“Whoever receives one such child in my name receives me,
Sbut whoever causes one of these little ones who believe in me to
sin, it would be better for him to have a great millstone fastened
around his neck and to be drowned in the depth of the sea.
