Sermon Questions 
1. Westminster Larger Catechism: Question 127: What is the honor 

that inferiors owe to their superiors? Answer: The honor which infe-
riors owe to their superiors is, all due reverence in heart, word, and 
behavior; prayer and thanksgiving for them; imitation of their virtues 
and graces; willing obedience to their lawful commands and coun-
sels, due submission to their corrections; fidelity to, defense, and 
maintenance of their persons and authority according to their sever-
al ranks, and the nature of their places; bearing with their infirmi-
ties, and covering them in love, that so they may be an honor to them 
and to their government. 

2. How do Jesus and Paul demonstrate the continuation of the moral law? 
3. To “honor” in Hebrew is to consider something weighty, to respect, 

to esteem. What might this look like in practice?  
4. What are we to make of the promise that is attached to this com-

mandment? 
5. Consider: “… although particular mention is made here of the father and 

the mother, there can be no doubt about God’s wanting to provide a 
general doctrine with respect to honoring all forms of authority. …we 
are forced to conclude in this text that God has commanded that all 
persons who enjoy any superior status are to be honored and 
obeyed.”—John Calvin. What makes this particularly challenging for 
you as you consider the people the Lord has placed in your life over you? 

6. How do we honor dishonorable people? In what way does the gospel 
free us to live this out without being held captive to the abuse of others?

Wine is located in the two outer rings; juice is located in the center ring.

 PRAYER FOR THE CONGREGATION  
 
 

At Faith Covenant, the Lord’s Supper is observed each Lord’s Day as the climax of our worship 
service. We invite to the Lord’s Table all those who are baptized disciples of Jesus Christ, under 
the authority of Christ and His body, the Church. By eating the bread and drinking the cup with 
us as a visitor, you are acknowledging to our church that you are in covenant with God. You also 
acknowledge that you are a sinner, without hope except in the sovereign mercy of God, and that 
you are trusting in Jesus Christ alone for your salvation. If you have any doubts about your partici-
pation, please speak to the pastor or one of the elders after the service. Wine and bread are the ele-
ments of the supper as instituted by Jesus Christ. We recommend the use of wine; however we of-
fer both juice and wine in the tray to allow true liberty of conscience.
